Inserting and Replacing Batteries
Your air conditioning unit comes with two AAA

batteries. Put the batteries in the remote control

before use.

1. Slide the back cover from the remote
Control downward, exposing the battery
compartment.

2. Insert the batteries, paying attention to match

up the (+) and (-) ends of the batteries with

the symbols inside the battery compartment.

3. Slide the battery cover back into place.

For optimum product performance:
¢ Do not mix old and new batteries, or
batteries of different types.

e Do not leave batteries in the remote control

if you don’t plan on using the device for
more than 2 months.

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FAN operation

Setting the TIMER function

Yourair conditioning unithas two
timer-related functions:

e TIMER ON- sets theamount of timerafter
which the unitwill automatically turnon.

o TIMER OFF- sets theamount of time after
which the unitwill automatically turn off.

TIMER ON function

The TIMER ON function allows youto set
a period oftime after whichthe unit will
automatically turn on, such as whenyou
come home from work.

1. Press the TIMER ON button. By
default, the lasttime period thatyou
set and an"h" (indicating hours)will
appear on thedisplay.

Note: This number indicatesthe
amount of time after the current time
that you wantthe unit toturn on.

For example, ifyou set TIMER ON for
2 hours, " 2.0h " will appear onthe
screen, and the unit willturn on after
2 hours.

2. Press the TIMER ON button repeatedly
to set thetime when youwant the unitto
turn on.

3. Wait2 seconds, thenthe TIMERON
function will be activated. The digital
display on yourremote control willthen
return to thetemperature display.

TIMER OFF function

The TIMER OFF function allows youto
set a period of time afterwhich the unit
will automatically turn off, suchas when
you wake up.

How To Use The Advanced Functions

SLEEP Function

The SLEEP function is used to decrease
energy use while you sleep (and don’t need
the same temperature settings to stay
comfortable). This function can only be
activated via remote control.

)

Note: The SLEEP function is not available
in FAN or DRY mode.

SWING Function

Used to stop or start louver movement and set

the desired left/right air flow direction. The louver
changes 6 degrees in angle for each press(some
models without). If keep pushing more than 2
seconds, the louver auto swing feature is activated.

SHORTCUT function

® Used to restore the current settings or resume
previous settings.

e On the first time connecting to the power, if
push the SHORTCUT button, the unit will
operate on AUTO mode, 78.8°F and fan speed
is Auto.

e Push this button when remote controller is on,
the system will automatically revert back to
the previous settings including operating mode,
setting temperature, fan speed level and sleep
feature (if activated).

® |f pushing more than 2 seconds, the system
will automatically restore the current operation
settings including operating mode, setting
temperature, fan speed level and sleep
feature(if activated ).
